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Arandora Star: Analysis and Embarkation Listing of Italians

Introduction

This paper critically reviews and examines the available data concerning Italians embarked on the SS
Arandora Star (AS) on 30 June 1940. The aim is to establish, as far as is possible, the precise number,
correct names and other details of those who were embarked on the ship.

Until now, no systematic investigation has been carried out to assess and correct the original
government lists: the initial error-ridden Foreign Office (FO) Embarkation List, 1940 (FO 371/25210)
and the later, more accurate, Home Office (HO) Lists of Missing Persons, 1942 (HO 215/429).

The intent is to iron-out the mistakes, inaccuracies and anomalies in this documentation created in a
situation of wartime confusion and absence of proper record keeping. By consulting and cross-
checking against a wide range of data sources, this research not only provides an accurate verification
of those on board, both lost and saved, and offers embarkation analysis but also delivers a revised,
corrected and expanded ‘Embarkation Listing’.

The research thus enhances the historiography of the AS regarding Italian internees. In addition it
contributes an accurate source for any future memorialisation, especially those that might wish to
include survivors as well as victims.

Revised and corrected data, is presented in my article in the October 2024 special edition of the
Modern Italy Journal. It amends previously accepted figures to 442 drowned and 265 rescued, giving
a new and definitive total of 707 Italians embarked onto the ship. Although the reworked 707 figure
appears close to the original Foreign Office total of 712, the latter total conceals the extensive errors
and anomalies that the FO Embarkation List contained.

A summary of the reasoning and logic for the differences between this research and previous data is
also published in the Modern Italy article, an extract of which follows.

Embarked Italians - 707

The initial flawed FO Embarkation List (1940), revised several times shortly after the sinking and
accessible through the Brazilian Embassy, was eventually produced as a printed version. It reported
486 Italians lost and 226 saved, a total of 712 men on board.

[lustrating the degree of government disorder, other FO documents give a total of 734 Italians (FO
916/2581), while the HO and War Office recorded 717 Italians aboard (HO 213/1722; WO 361/4).
The generally accepted figure from the HO Missing Persons List, first published in 1991 when access
became available at the National Archives, is that 446 Italians perished (Colpi 1991, 271-278).
Revised and corrected data, as presented here, amends these figures to 442 drowned and 265 rescued,
giving a new and definitive total of 707 Italians embarked onto the ship.

Although the reworked 707 figure appears close to the FO total of 712, the latter total conceals the
extensive errors and anomalies that the FO Embarkation List contained.
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Victims — 442

The HO Missing List total (446) contains four erroneous entries, three of which are listed as
‘unconfirmed’. Investigation revealed that two of these unconfirmed entries did not in fact board the
AS:
e Alfredo Olivelli was interned in Canada having been deported on the MV Ettrick (HO
396/115)
e Adolfo Massari was interned on the Isle of Man (HO 396/290)
¢ Giulio Felloni, did board, but was rescued and subsequently interned in Australia (MP
1103/1)

e S Santi - no trace or record of him could be found across multiple data sources.

Extensive modifications, especially with regard to places of birth were, however, required to correct
the Missing List, and a few spellings of names were also amended.

Survivors — 265

There has never been a conclusive, validated list detailing those who survived the sinking.
Misspellings and inconsistent alphabetical order as well as transposition errors and other errors of
omission, duplication and wrongful inclusion in the FO Embarkation List meant that using this list
as the starting place for compiling a new survivors’ list was not feasible.
To highlight this point, my analysis exposed that:

e Thirty six men were incorrectly recorded as lost

¢ nine entries were duplicated

e seven men listed as survivors did not in fact board the A4S

e one man recorded as a survivor perished

e six others, recorded elsewhere as survivors, are not recorded at all in the FO list.

Accordingly, to achieve both an accurate total of those embarked and a reconstructed survivors’
listing, the FO document was only used as a base-list of names for crosschecking. A combination of
significantly more reliable data from two other sources formed the foundation upon which the new
listing of survivors could be built.

The first of these two sources comprises the embarkation list of HMT Dunera (FO 371/25210; HO
215/1), the ship that subsequently transported AS survivors to internment in Australia. This is
considered exact in its listing of the 200 Italians on board with only some misspellings of names. It
has also been cross-corroborated with internment records for Australia (MP 1103/1). Nonetheless, to
reconstruct the new and complete ‘Embarkation Listing’, as presented below, which would give
survivor data comparable to the amended and originally more detailed HO Missing List, research
across wide-ranging sources was required (see notes).

Secondly, by locating and retrieving the data from the Admissions Register of Mearnskirk Hospital
in Glasgow for the first time, an irrefutable level of evidence concerning those survivors who were
hospitalised after rescue is provided (HB 64/4/1). This comprehensive primary source forms the
missing link in the overall data analysis of survivors, listing 63 Italians admitted to the hospital on 3
July 1940.
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Taking the total to 265, two further confirmed survivors were Cesare Bianchi, one of the men not
recorded at all on the FO list, and one of two men called Paolo Treves. The Paolo Treves who
embarked the A4S and survived the sinking was not Paolo Treves of anti-fascist and literary fame, but
the other man with the same name (Lo Biundo 2022, 85). Both Bianchi and Treves the A4S survivor
were subsequently interned on the Isle of Man (HO 396/210; HO 396/294). Paolo Treves the anti-
fascist was released directly from the transit internment camp at Warth Mills (FO 371/25210).

It remains unknown, given their lack of requirement for hospital treatment, why Bianchi and survivor
Treves were not rerouted to Australia amongst ‘i due cento’.

Survivors Interned in Australia

After the Canadian destroyer, HMCS St. Laurent completed its rescue mission in the Atlantic, the
survivors were disembarked at Greenock, Scotland (DeWolf 1960). Those internees deemed fit to
travel were taken back to Liverpool for shipment to Australia. Of these 200 internees, five men died
while in captivity, their remains today interred at the Italian National Ossario in Murchison, Victoria.
Six internees were drowned when being transported back to the UK in 1942 for tribunals to assess
whether they could be released. Their ship, MV Abosso, was torpedoed by U-575 and sunk off the
Azores (ADM 358/2980). Between 1941 and 1946 the majority of internees were repatriated to the
UK (HO 396/159), two of whom brought back Italian Australian wives. Eight men remained in
Australia after release, becoming Australian citizens (MP 1103/1).

Survivors interned on the Isle of Man

As mentioned, the sick and wounded survivors were hospitalised at Mearnskirk, appropriated as an
Emergency Medical Service Hospital. Of the 63 Italian patients, 59 were discharged from hospital on
11 July 1940, the remaining four followed during the second half of August (HB 64/4/1). All were
initially taken to an internment camp at Donaldson School, Edinburgh.

One internee, Uberto Limentani, an anti-fascist employed by the BBC, was released from Donaldson
on 31 July 1940 (Limentani 1980). The others were subsequently sent to internment camps on the
Isle of Man in October 1940.

Two of these internees later died while in captivity, Osvaldo Girolami (1941), buried at Douglas
Cemetery and Giustino Notorianni (1942, buried at Mount Vernon Cemetery, Edinburgh (CWGC).

Epilogue

The Italian internees comprised part of the total embarked onto the Arandora Star at Liverpool.
Published figures range from 1564 to 1673 men aboard. In addition to the 707 Italians, there were
approximately 478 Germans and Austrians (FO 371/25210) and 430 Military Guard and Crew (ADM
199/2133) on the ship, giving an estimated total of 1615 on board. Of these, 861 men were rescued
(DeWolf 1960, 21),

This number of fatalities means that the Arandora Star tragedy ranks among the top 10 losses of life
in British Merchant and Naval Shipping during WWIL.
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Detailed Analysis

Initial inconsistencies

The inconsistencies in the 1940 FO Embarkation List can be categorised into five areas.
. survivor incorrectly recorded as lost (36)
. men who were never recorded (10)
. duplicate entries (9)
. those who did not board (6)
. victim incorrectly recorded as a survivor (1)

The page numbers in the lists below refer to the relevant page on the 1940 FO Embarkation List.

Survivors incorrectly classified as lost (36)

There are 36 men recorded on the initial 1940 Embarkation List as “Lost” who have subsequently
been validated as survivors.

These 19 men were rescued and sent to Australia on board the HMT Dunera (FO 371/25210; HO
215/1):

Ten men were not recorded in the Embarkation List; of these four perished and six were rescued,
three of whom were sent to Australia on HMT Dunera (FO 371/25210; HO 215/1),and three were
hospitalised at Mearnskirk, Glasgow.

There are six men recorded who are now known not to have embarked.

Jario Carpinati

There are no references to Jario Carpinati in any of the HO396 records. The closest and
most likely person is Giacinto Carlo Carpaneto (b 30 April 1886 at Genova). Interned at
IoM Palace Camp, Carpaneto was released on 25 November 1943.

Adolfo Massari

There is only one Adolfo Massari recorded in any of the HO396 records. Born 25
December 1911 at Bardi, Massari was interned at Isle of Man and released on 15 January
1941.

Alfredo Olivelli

Alfredo Olivelli (b 10 July 1916) is recorded as boarding the SS Ettrick on 3 July 1940
bound for Canada. He eventually returned to the UK on 27 July 1943.
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Piero Mariano Salerni

Piero Mariano Salerni (b 3 August 1904) is incorrectly recorded as having perished in
several publications including Balestracci’s book (2008, 367-381). Salerni is also
inadvertently inscribed in the London Arandora Star Memorial. Salerni was interned at
the Isle of Man and released on 20 December 1940.

S-Anti §

There are no HO396 records for anyone with a name similar to S-Anti. I have concluded
that this is a typographical error and should be excluded from the list. A probable
explanation is that this is a duplicate misspelt entry for Santino Stefani.

Enrico Gilardi
Enrico Gilardi (b 19 February 1887) was interned at IoM Palace Camp. There is no
evidence to support him being on the Arandora Star.

Victim incorrectly classified as a survivor (1)

One individual, Giovanni Cavalli (b 4 Feb 1889, Bardi) was initially recorded as a survivor in
the 1940 Embarkation List. He was subsequently correctly identified as lost in the 1942 Victims
List.

A Revised Count of Those who Perished at Sea

The initial report that 486 Italian internees lost their lives at sea was subsequently revised to 446.
Following extensive research, this number was established by Dr Colpi in the “Missing Persons List’
compiled and published in 1991. My research now confirms that 442 Italian Internees are known to
have lost their lives.

In reaching this conclusion I extensively revalidated the data underpinning the original 446 number.
There are several different approaches that support the rational and evidence for this revised number.

a) Applying the amendments detailed above modifies the number from 446 to 442.

b) The 442 number can also be corroborated as follows. From 446 victims, we can subtract
two who did not board (Massari, Olivelli), one rescued and sent to Australia on the
Dunera (Felloni) (FO 371/25210; HO 215/1), and one un-identifiable individual (S-
Anti).
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Subtracting these four names gives: 446 — 4= 442

A further validation comes from an analysis of the BT334 Register (1941) (National
Archives). This register records the names of those who have died at sea. The date of
record is often some time after the event, but they provide a fairly complete set of
records of those who died on the Arandora Star. 435 Italian entries were recorded in
April 1941 (pages 54-75). In addition, a further five names are listed in May 1941 on
page 86. The entry for Giulio Felloni, originally recorded as lost, has been subsequently
marked deleted from this register.

There are three names missing from the listings in the BT334 register but recorded by
the Commonwealth War Graves Commission (CWGC):

D’Inverno Francesco buried Doune Cemetery, Girvan, Scotland
Muzio Enrico buried Island of Barra, Scotland
Plescia Baldassare buried Hallan Cemetery, South Uist Island, Scotland

Applying these amendments again supports the 442 number. 440 on the register, less
one incorrect entry plus three missing victims.
440-1+3= 442

Revised Count of Those who Survived

There has never been a definitive number nor list of those who were rescued by HMCS St. Laurent
on 2 July 1940. There only existed various estimates of around 250-260 men.

What is well known is that 200 Italian survivors were taken from Greenock to Liverpool on 3 July
and then sent to Australia on HMT Dunera, 10 July (FO 371/25210; HO 215/1). The number, names
and personal data are available at the National Australia Archives (MP 1103/1) and these have been
extensively researched and documented.

The remainder assessed as “unfit to travel’ were taken to Mearnskirk Hospital at Glasgow. Once
recovered they were transferred to Donaldson Internment Camp, Edinburgh, and then taken to
internment camps in the Isle of Man towards the end of September. The exact number and their names
have never been documented fully until now.

The Admissions Register at Mearnskirk Hospital (HB 64/4/1) establishes that the hospitalised
survivors numbered 63. There are two other internees, whose names do not appear on the Admissions
Register (Cesare Bianchi & Paolo Treves) but are known to have been rescued and subsequently re-
interned in the UK.

My research confirms that 265 Italian Internees were rescued by HMCS St. Laurent.

There are two different approaches that support the rational and evidence for this revised number.

a) 1940 Embarkation List (Survivors) 226
Incorrectly recorded as lost +36
Not recorded but sent on HMT Dunera +3
Not recorded but hospitalised at Mearnskirk +3
Incorrectly recorded as survivor -1
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Duplicate entry -1

b) The 265 number can also be corroborated as follows:

Mearnskirk Hospital Glasgow Admissions Register 1940 (HB 64/4/1)

In carrying out this research, the major area of ambiguity concerned the names and exact number of
internees rescued and then hospitalised at Mearnskirk Hospital, Glasgow. Between 1939 and 1946
the hospital was used as an Emergency Medical Service Hospital and later as a Naval Auxiliary
Hospital. Mearnskirk Hospital has since been demolished and no longer exists.

During my research I established that the Archives Department for NHS Scotland contained an
Admissions Register for Mearnskirk Hospital for the period 1940-1946. I visited the Archives in
early September 2022 to review and document any relevant entries. The records for 3 July 1940 show
that 63 Italian and 68 German & Austrian men were admitted on 3 July 1940. Included within the
register is a complete set of accompanying information.

The majority (59) of the Italian patients were discharged on 11 July 1940 and the remaining four men
were discharged during the second half of August 1940. All were transferred to yet another internment
camp, located at Donaldson School in Edinburgh. One internee, Uberto Limentani, was freed from
Donaldson Camp on 31 August 1940. The remaining 62 men were sent to Internment Camps at the
Isle of Man towards the end of October.

Survivors not recorded on the Admissions Register

Cesare Bianchi b 27.04.1897 Cernobbio
Paolo Treves b 30.01.1902 Roma

Cesare Bianchi was recorded as a survivor on the Embarkation List and he also features in the HO396
files. Although Bianchi does not appear in the Mearnskirk Admission Register, there was a detailed
article on him on the Warth Mills Project website (2017 although the website is no longer available).
He is also mentioned in the Liverpool Daily Post newspaper article entitled “Arandora Star Victims”
(9 July 1940).

I have no explanation as to why Bianchi was neither hospitalised nor sent to Australia. However,

Cesare can in no way be considered a fortunate man. He lost his wife Martha shortly after the birth
of their son in 1936. Released from internment in 1942, Cesare was reunited with his two children
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and his sister-in-law Mary, who had been looking after them. Tragically, in March 1945, both Mary
and Cesare were killed whilst out at work, when a German V2 rocket hit Smithfield Market in London.

Paolo Treves was one of two men with the same name who had been interned, one a Naval Engineer
and Shipping Director (b 24 May 1905, Roma), the other an anti-Fascist writer (b 27 July 1908,
Milano). At the point of embarkation, the Shipping Director swapped places with the anti-fascist, he
was embarked on the Arandora Star and was rescued. Details of what transpired are documented both
in transcripts from BBCs London Calling Italy and also personal recollections of Treves’ daughter.

At Bury Internment Camp, the day before boarding, Paolo tried to persuade the camp's chief officer
to remove his name from the list and, as evidence of his anti-fascism, showed him a copy of his book
“What Mussolini Did to Us.”. His request was denied but, as his wife Lottie Dann recalled in his
memoir, a lucky encounter changed his destiny.

As Paolo left the office a man introduced himself, saying: ‘I think I might be able to help you;
let me introduce myself, my name is Paolo Treves.” He was a naval officer, married to a British
woman, who had decided to stay in London when Italy declared war. He said that all his friends
were in the group of those who were supposed to leave, and he was happy to join them. So, the
two went back to the commander, who agreed to send the naval officer away the next day, despite
the fact that Paolo's registration number was on the list.

It is not at all clear why Treves was not recorded at Mearnskirk (he did not sail on the HMT Dunera).
One possible explanation comes from the diaries of his daughter Louise Hastings: “Mummy (Paolo’s
wife Elizabeth Kunzer) was well connected and she was determined not to permit him to be
transferred to Australia.” Her intervention could well have caused Treves to be extracted from the
Dunera contingent (sometime between leaving Glasgow on 4 July and the Dunera sailing from
Liverpool some 6 days later) and interned in Isle of Man instead.

Deaths in Internment Camps
The majority of those who survived the sinking of the Arandora Star and subsequently interned, were
eventually released and returned to some form of civilian life. However, a number of internees died

during their time in an Internment Camp.

A second fatal torpedoing — MV Abosso ADM 358/2980
MV Abosso was a passenger, mail, and cargo liner running scheduled services between Liverpool

and West Africa. In WWII she was used as a troop ship. On 8 October 1942 the Abosso left Cape
Town, South Africa for Liverpool carrying 210 passengers: 149 military and 61 civilians, including
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44 internees. Among the internees were six Italian men, A4S survivors who had been transported to
Australia on HMT Dunera (FO 371/25210; HO 215/1). They were returning to UK for their tribunal
appeals and hopefully freedom.

At 22:13 on Thursday 29 October 1942 MV Abosso was in the Atlantic about 600 nautical miles
(1,100 km) north of the Azores when German submarine U-575, commanded by Kapiténleutnant
Glinther Heydemann, fired a spread of four torpedoes at her. 362 of the 393 people aboard perished.

The Italian internees killed were:
